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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The purpose of undertaking child rights situational analysis in Tanzania was to shed light on the general situation of
children without or at risk of losing parental care. The focus was on children rights violations by targeting specific group
of children that do not have parental care or are marginalised by the existing care systems. In view of that, the study
sought to identify status of children without parental care. Further, identify the major rights that are violated and causes
for such violations. Additionally other critical issues influencing realization of children rights in Tanzania, namely school
water sanitation and hygiene (SWASH), nutrition status, food security, child labour, MVCs and factors that makes
children vulnerable were established. The study also observed the duty bearers, their roles and responsibilities at
different levels namely, national, regional, district, and at community level. The Institute of Social Work and SOS
Childrends Village Tanzania expert n2@ld ihet teant used network of social
work experts employed as Social Welfare officers in districts, labour officers and community development officers at
district, ward level, and sometimes village level to collect some of the data. The study covered Dar-es-salaam, Tanga,

Tanzanian report provides an overall status of children in Tanzania by focusing on specific category of children who
have lost their parents or are at the risk of losing parental care. The report further shows the profile of children status in
Tanzania. The status of those children living without parental care includes; Children surviving under child headed
household, these are many and increasing in different areas but notably Iramba and Lushoto are exceptional. These
children are victims of all socio-economic problems, and ultimately their exploited, abused, and cannot access
education, poor nutrition, and inadequate food supply and survive under extreme poverty. There are also children
surviving under elderly headed household who are also vulnerable, case of Iramba, Lushoto, Mtwara and Dodoma.
Further, there are children surviving under maternal status, also those under paternal. Additionally there are those
children who are in conflict with the law and surviving under prison, remand home, and detention. These children are
highly abused and do not have social protection, and demand immediate intervention to rescue them. There are also
children surviving under street children status, child labour status and those affected by HIV/AIDS. The rights of
children in this category are being infringed and intervention is needed.

Hand in hand with that, the report enumerates definitions used in Tanzania to identify the target children. The
definitions help to link various categories of children and UN guidelines like Convention on the right of the child as well
as the alternative care of 2009. It was noted that children population in Tanzania is 23,000,000", THMIS 2012. In
contrast, the target child population in Tanzania includes; double orphans who are 230,256; maternal orphans
462,688, and paternal orphans 1,283,067. Statistically orphans constituted 1,976,011, which is 11.6% of the total
country child population. Another category of our target child population included those children cared by elderly who
are 327,514 and those cared by siblings who are 200,091. There is another category of children residing in residential
homes. These were 11,565 in 2012. The study also identified another category of children who are in conflict with the
law and kept under prison 453, detention 578, retention 80, and in approved schools 80. Further, there was another
category of street children hosted at children homes. Targeted children in Tanzania estimated to be 3,000,000
children. The supporting of HIV infected children is becoming a burden to the nation, and some permanent solutions is
needed

The trend of children at risk of losing parental care in Tanzania is increasing because of HIV/AIDS prevalence rate,
which in 2012 was 15.5%, at Iringa, Mbeya 12.4%, Mwanza 8.1%, Ruvuma 7.4%, Pwani 6.5%, Dar es Salaam 6.3%
and Dodoma 6%. The above percentages reveal that in some years to come the number of children in need protection
will increase significantly. Economically Tanzania does not have adequate resources to care for such children. The
study noted that poverty further aggravates the problem of children loosing parental care. The experience of Tanzania
reveals that communities have failed to play their major traditional role of providing care and protection to children.
This gap has made thousands of children in Tanzania parentless, discriminated, tortured, abused, killed, and solitary,
(child trafficking, child labour, and denied access to basic needs).

The status of children rights violation in Tanzania is currently shocking by reflecting on the incidences witnessed than
any other country in East Africa. The major children rights violated includes rights to life, right for survival, right to play,
right to health care, right to education, right for participation, right for parental care and guidance, right to be listened,
right for justice, right for provision of basic needs like food, shelter, and clothing. The violation of these rights is caused
by low level of knowledge to children rights. The Tanzania situation suggest that child rights is done by biological
parents, relatives, guardians, people with authority, neighbours, fellow children and even the state organs which are
entrusted with the task of protecting children like police, courts, retention homes, and approved schools.

The situational analysis indicates that there are critical children rights, which are violated. These includes the right to
life where Albinos are being kiled hence vi ol ations of albinosd constitu
children killed in 2011 stands at 6. For those who were not killed, some of their organs were chopped off or mutilated
and made to have permanent life disability. The violation of that right denies them many opportunities e.g. access to
education, health and play. The findings demonstrated that, because of HIV/AIDS thousands of children are
stigmatized, discriminated and thrown out of their homes. Further the findings revealed that some of these children
and end as homeless, or children living on the street and in the street. This is a phenomenon, which has thrown many
children to suffering and being susceptible to abuse.

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It was noted that the right to education is one of the rights that has been violated. This is evidenced by high rate of
dropout at primary schools and secondary schools. Among the causes of dropout is teenage pregnancy, which denies
teenagers from completing school. Tanzania is one among the countries with highest rate of teenage pregnancy
annually stood at 8000 girls. Statistically between 2008 i 2010 16,650 girls dropped from school because of teenage
pregnancy. Programme like the Complementary Basic Education Training (COBET) has been introduced to ensure
that the right to education is not violated, among girls. However the success of this programme has not yet been
evaluated to determine its impact.

Disabled children right to education in Tanzania has not been adequately considered. Inclusive education has not
properly been realised. For example, they are socially being excluded from public. There is no adequate infrastructure
to support them attain basic education. It was also established that Tanzanian children are deprived of their right to
protection e.g. there is a high rate of child sexual, physical, emotional violence and deprivation of basic needs. This is
very evident in Musoma, Zanzibar, Kagera and Iringa. Experience of Tanzania further demonstrates that the right to
identity is something that has not been denied as a right to children. The percentage of birth registration in Tanzania is
lowest as compared to other countries of East Africa. Statistically it is only 16.3% of new birth, which are registered in
Tanzania. Majority of the people seems not to understand the importance of having proper child registration. Despite
the National effort to establish Registration Insolvency and Trusteeship Agency (RITA) as an agency to facilitate
registration, yet National record show that Tanzania is the lowest among all East Africa countries. Such a service is
still a dream to most of the Tanzanian in peripheral regions like Mtwara, Lindi, Ruvuma, and Rukwa.

Tanzania children are denied rights to participation, in different social settings despite forming children council to

defend their rights. Tanzanian government however has strived to put a system t hat can promot

participation rights. This includes the introduction of children council at ward and district levels for the purpose of
identifying rights of children which are being contravened. More than 80% of children interviewed revealed that they do
not have opportunity to participate in decision making at home, this is much more serious in rural areas than urban
areas.

Similarly, access to justice and safety for children was not observed in prisons. For example, some are kept together
with adults in the same cell (453 in prison) or retention (591), or police stations. Interviews with children at police
station and detention revealed that children are abused, tortured, mistreated, delayed to be sent to trial, and denied
legal representation or advice before being sent to court. All these are contrary to the conventions on children rights
calling for a major intervention.

The study further identified other critical issues that significantly undermi ne ¢ hi | dr e nhéssa direct inkages .

to children right. The issues include access to water as rights to children. The study established that 38% of school do
not have clean and safe water, 90% of Tanzanians not have quality latrines and 52% of latrines used by girls in
schools do not have doors. This state of sanitation is a threat to children and some can contract iliness.

The findings also revealed that food intake to children was inadequate and 40% of children under-five years are
stunted. Thus, a significant number of children stunted in their growth and others are underweight. All these violated
basic rights of children in terms of surviving and development. The study noted in Iramba, Lushoto that children who
were under this category were victims of suffering, exploitation, abuse and sometimes survived with only one meal.
Thus could not enjoy life as other children. In Coast, Mtwara, Singida, Lushoto, Dodoma the study also identified that
income poverty, child poverty, cultural factors and environmental factors were making children more vulnerable and
acted as a basis that triggered violation of children rights.

Recommendations
Basing on the findings, it is recommended that;

Child social protection and upholding of children rights

f SOS Childreno6és Villages can consider designing
through that programme assist in promoting access to education and protection of children as well as
conducting FSP outreach program to empower vulnerable families.

I SOS can design programme on targeted districts like Iramba, Unguja, Mtwara and Mara to
scale up efforts to eliminate worst forms of child labour targeting households with abused or
orphans children.

Awareness Raising and Sensitisation in regards to children Rights

T SOS Childrenbés Villages can consider establishi
enabling young mother who are victims of teenage pregnancy to rejoin school and complete their
education cycle.

I SOS can work with other child development partners to conduct awareness raising education to
different players responsible in promoting children rights at families, communities and at school
targeting Iramba, Mtwara and Dodoma.

Call for Action

I SOS can design a national sensitization programme targeting community/local culture that are
resistance to change e.g. female genital mutilation in Dodoma, Singida, Mara and early
marriages in Zanzibar, Mtwara, Lindi and Coastal region.

Capacity Building and Empowerment in realization of children rights

1 SOS can setup programmes aimed at strengthening the capacity of law enforcement agents in
safeguarding rights of most vulnerable in accordance with the roles and responsibilities
embodied in the law of Child Act 2009.

T The concept of <childrends council is fundament al
voices for various issues of children rights. SOS needs to popularize awareness creation,
information sharing and institutional capacity building of children council.

I There is inadequate technical knowhow on the part of implementers of children rights to
support vulnerable groups. SOS can support training for child care staff at different level in
selected districts notably Iramba, Mtwara and Dodoma.

1 SOS in collaboration with other social partners can provide training and support to frontline
workers, including FBOs, CBOs, Local volunteers, Police, Prison wardens, school teachers,
nurses and staff of child care facilities about child social protection by targeting districts. Such
as Iramba, Unguja, Mara, Coast and Dodoma.

Income Generating Activities and realization of children rights

I SOS can increase facilitation through finances and human resources to implement child rights
programs and enabling the communities to have income generating activities so that they have
enough resources to meet their needs without tasking their children into child labour.

I SOS can assist child headed household to establish income generating activities that are
locally beneficial to the household which have markets, and produce goods and services that
are easy to market, sell and generate enough wealth to the household in order to reduce
children degree of vulnerability.

Nutrition and Food Security on children rights

1 SOS can increase facilitation in Iramba especially in terms of finances and personnel to
implement child right programs, such as school feeding, health services at school, enough
water and toilets, and enabling the communities to have income generating activities so that
they have enough resources to meet the survival needs of their children.

Water and sanitation on children rights

I SOS through local government should set aside financial, material and human resources for
effective implementation of child development programme targeting on school water supply,
school feeding, and income generating activities to communities and more specifically to child
headed elderly headed household.

Information Education Communication on children rights
SOS can design communication programme or multimedia campaigns to support social horms
that protect children and prevent child abuse and exploitation in Unguja, Iramba, Mtwara and
Mara. The focus should be on meeting concerns needs of children, by involving children
themselves and communities.

1.2 Overall analysis process and methodologies applied.

The Child Rights situational analysis of Tanzania is a process that lasted for fifty days from April to May 2012.

A team consisting of experts from the Institute of Social Work, and SOS staffs working in different SOS

Chil drends villages in Tanzani a, namely Dar es Sal aam,
and Zanzibar led the analysis. The analysis was carried out through a process that involved extensive
documentary reviews conducted at ISW, UNICEF, Save the Children, REPOA, Ministry of Community
Development Gender and Children, Ministry of Vocational Educational Training, Ministry of Health and Social

Welfare, and Ministry of Home Affairs. The documentary reviews focused on identifying similar experiences on

the actual status of children without parental care and those at risk of losing parental care. Further, identified

the major child rights violated.

The children right situational analysis used primary data information from the findings collected from 14

regions of Tanzania. The purposive sampling was used to determine study respondents. The study used
documentary evidence to determine status of child rights situation in Tanzania. The data collection framework

used an adopted guide developedby SOS chil drenbs v2002 Ehgtedis kbawn asetild Sal a a
rights situation analysis of children at risk of losing parental care and children who have lost parental care.

Focus Group Discussion Guide was used by targeting specific category of stakeholders regarding violation of
childrends r i ght sInaperatidnalise thertoel 6 mestiogs were coralucted 24 interviews at

district level 23 Focus group discussion were conducted, and 21 consultative meetings with primary and

secondary stakeholders.

1.3 Involvement of children, young people and families in the CRSA process as
primary stakeholders

Tanzania Child right situational analysis process started with collection of information from target group, young
people and families in Tanzania. Six (6) focus group discussion were conducted at Zanzibar to the targeted
group of children at (2) Mazizini, (3) Makunduchi, (1) Kizimkazi, (1 Malindi, and (2) SOS Ch islVidlagesn 6
Zanzibar. In Mainland 14 FGD were conducted, 1 from each district selected. Interviews with young people
were conducted at chil dcestresdteselinouded1 irtenviewsrwihtcleildren iatgnisen
and 5 retentions homes located at Arusha, Tanga, Moshi, Upanga, and Mbeya. Additionally, interviews to
youth at 10 prisons namely Muleba, Lindi, Tukuyu, Iringa, Morogoro, Wami, Keko, Segerea, Singida, and
Arusha. These prisons are popular for keeping young children. Interviews to children with sampled police
stations like Mbeya, Lindi, Muleba, and Kigoma were conducted. Some purposively selected families were also
interviewed at SOS Childrends Villages Zanzibar, Il ringe
study interviewed randomly chosen young people and families to generate information that can give actual
picture of Tanz a nstaus bydangetihgdthoserwboshave log patests or are at risk of losing
parental care.

1.4 Description of stakeholders? involved in the child right situational analysis
process.

Consultations with stakeholders was administered at three levels, namely at National level, with stakeholders
at ministerial level where specific department dealing with children were engaged. The second level was with
NGOs, (FONGOS), In NGOs dealing with targeted children. The third level was at district and community level,
where primary target group of children resides. See table 1, which follows:

Table 2, indicates that Tanzania has a highest population in East Africa and projected to be 44.5 million by
2012. Majority of these people 74% reside in rural areas. The population growth rate stands at 2.9%. In human
development index, it ranks 152 in the world making it to be among the 3 poorest country in the world.
The GDP growth rate is 7.1% the lowest in the East Africa Region. With this features socially and economically
Tanzania is poorest in the region with a very limited industrial base. In healthy wise Tanzania has been
seriously affected by HIV/AIDS since 1993. HIV prevalence rate aged 15-49 stood at 5.6% nationally. The
prevalence rate is very high in some regions in Tanzania, for example in Iringa people aged between 15-49 the
prevalence rate stands at 15.5%, Mbeya 12.4%, Mwanza 8.1%, Ruvuma 7.4%, Shinyanga 6.7%, Dodoma 6%,
Tanga 5.8%, Tabora 6.2%, Mtwara 4.4%, Kilimanjaro 4.7%, Arusha 4.3%. In view of such statistics, few years

3.0 PROFILE OF CHILDREN IN THE TARGET GROUP

3.1 Children without parental care: Definitions

Over the years, Tanzania has witnessed an increase in the number of children living without parental care and
literary with no child protection. The following section provides some important description of facilities that has
been used to accommodate children deprived parental care as a right. See Table 3, which follows:

3.2 Status of children without parental care

Tanzania experience indicates that there are children surviving under different type of status as
follows:

3.2.1 Children surviving under elderly Household status

These are those children cared by elderly people and majority of them do not have their parents
and do not enjoy the right of parental care. Majority of these children have problems of accessing
their basic needs. There is no proper follow-up to their school attendance and academic progress.
As noted in Iramba, Same, Manyara some of them are sent to conduct petty business to generate
additional income at the household to procure basic necessities like food. Also noted that some do

not receive adequate health care. Thus they become vulnerable to diseases. Arguably their denied

children services, rights and the elderly cannot protect them from enemies and diseases. For more
observation see figure 1 which follows.

3.2.2 Children surviving under child headed Household status.

These children have lost both their parents. Child headed households in Iramba, Singida; Dodoma
and Lindi are subjected to different kind of suffering and torture. As noted substantial number of
them are not attending school properly as they do not have anyone to support them. Others cannot
afford school fees or regular contribution needed in school. In contrary, some are engaged in
household chores and housekeeping or engaged in business for income generating to support
them. Others are sick and cannot afford to go to hospital. Thus majority of children in child headed
household are deprived their right to education, and their status of lacking parental care affects
regular school attendance and permanently endure psychological torture.

Findings from Singida, Arusha, Manyara, Kagera indicated that children residing in child headed
household cannot afford to get three meals per day. Substantial number survive with one meal,
mostly ugali that does not have adequate nutrition, mostly it is a starch-based food. Most of child
headed families use one container because the food is too little to be distributed among the
siblings. Children on their own do not have enough energy to produce enough to ensure quantity
and quality food availability at households. Majority of children at Iramba, Same, Mtwara, Arusha,
and Manyara established that their first survival right was food. However, there was no guarantee to
get adequate food supply at their household, thus vulnerable to malnutrition and stunt growth.

As revealed from Iramba child headed households need to be empowered with income generating
activities that can meet different types of child survival needs. Experience from Iramba further
revealed that majority of children from child headed household does not have income generating
activities. Casual unpredictable activities characterize many child headed households. Socially
some children from these families were not dressed properly. e.g. dressed in tops, no shorts or
skirts or trousers, or tarted clothes which one cannot locate the first colour of the material because
of numerous mending. These children are mostly playing in dusts or mud without shoes or sandals
during sun or rain season. Children are at risk of containing worms, or other illness without anybody
to assist. In Arusha Ngarenaro, Elerai, Unga limited, Daraja Il and Sokoni | wards were leading for
these incidences.

Findings from Iramba, Lushoto, Arusha, and Same, further demonstrated those children who are in
this category, their protection rights were mostly likely to be violated. At Iramba and Lushoto were
so vulnerable to child trafficking, child labour, child sexual abuse or engaging in risk behaviors.
These children are lacking parental protection and brought up in poor parenting style. Arguably,
child residing in this category did not have any shelter from abuse, risks, punishment, child labour,
teenage pregnancy, care or ldentity. (See Figure 2 for more observation)

3.2.3 Orphans

Tanzanian orphan problem is increasingly becoming a challenge. The origin of this problem goes
back to 1983 when the first victim of HIV/AIDS was identified in Tanzania. Tanzania has different
categories of orphans who endure different lifestyle and their rights are violated by their care givers.
The category are as follows:

3.2.3.1Children surviving under maternal orphans

Children surviving under maternal orphans status are vulnerable to teenage pregnancy or early
marriage. Findings from Mtwara, Lindi and Coast region revealed that when children are
impregnated the maternal mother or community does not cooperate to put on task the victim. It is
partly a major cause for teenage pregnancy and school dropout in Mtwara, Lindi, Same and
Iramba. The children surviving under this status lack health protection and basic supply of material
needs. Substantial number of mothers cannot provide child with adequate supply of food for
feeding. This compells children to be at high risk of starting sexual intercourse at tender age. Thus
created by lack of basic needs at their families. (see figure 3 for more observations)

3.2.3.2Children surviving under paternal orphans

Children surviving under paternal orphans are lacking mother care and sometimes they cannot go
to school because of household chores, and strict paternal control. For girls they easily drop from
school to resume the responsibility of motherly status. Their thus denied most of the rights
essential for growth and development. (See figure 4 for more observation).

3.2.4 Children surviving under Prison, remand, detention and juvenile based
facilities
Tanzania has a substantial number of children who are surviving in Prison, remand, detention and

juvenile based Institutions, These are those children in conflict with the law. Table 4, below is
illustrative, also observe Appendix 1 for detailed information per location

3.2.5 Children surviving under HIV/AIDS status

When reviewing Tanzania Estimation and Projection Projects (EPP) of HIV prevalence done prior to
2004, NACP predicted urban HIV prevalence trend curve to peak in 1992 at 12.6% and stabilize
between 2003 and 2010. In turn, the trend of HIV prevalence in rural areas to increase less rapidly
than urban prevalence from 1990 to 1995 and then stabilize at around 5% between 2005 and 2010.
A similar trend was predicted at the national level (Figure 9 and 10). As demonstrated in Figure 9
and 10, actual data shows a more optimistic picture with declines in both rural and urban sites from
2003 to 2008. However despite such decline the capacity of Tanzania economy to shoulder that
problem is non existence. That fact makes it to be a critical issue worth interventions affecting
directly child rights on care and parenting as a right to be granted to children. (Kindly see figure 5
which follows).

3.2.6 Children surviving under Street children status

Tanzania has many children in and on the street. Documentary evidence revealed that out of 282
household facilities harbouring children in Tanzania 20% focus solely on street children while the
remaining 80% target all kinds of vulnerable children, e.g. orphans, abused, disabled, abandoned,
neglected etc. Reasons for children to be on the street include marital conflict in the family,
HIV/AIDS, lack of parental guide, torture, mistreatment and lack of support. Through interview at
Mkombozi, Moshi, children revealed that they go to the street as a last resort to serve their lives.
Street children homes in Tanzania started in 1985, as drop-in centre that provide basic needs to
homeless children. The first one to be established include; Kuleana Mwanza, the name denotes
caring for each other, Dogodogo centre Dar es Salaam referring to young child, Mkombozi Moshi,
the name denotes liberate to child, Amani Moshi the name means peace, and Bona bana at
Bukoba the name denotes that all are children.

Findings from Mkombozi Moshi, Kuleana Mwanza, Bona Bana Kagera, Dogodogo Dar es Salaam
and the Department of Social Welfare, Dar es Salaam suggested that the number of street children
is annually increasing because of intense society problems and suffering at household level. In 1985
there was only 75 street children, in 2012 there is more than 5,000 street children in Tanzania.
Majority of these resides at Dar es Salaam, Mwanza, Mbeya, Iringa, Tanga, Morogoro, Moshi,
Arusha, Tabora, and Dodoma. Experience from Mkombozi, Amani, and Kuleana indicated that
street children are subjected to torture, mistreatment by police roundups, lack of shelter, lack
treatment when they fall sick, mistreated by society, and condermed as unruled children. Their
upbringing is contrary to what CRC advocate. Children in this category survive and grow without
parental care and is a challenge which its solution has not yet been sought of. For example when
they graduate as adult from street where will they be acomodated. In deed it is a time bomb.

3.2.7 Children surviving under Child labour status

Tanzania situation indicates that as per 2012 data, one out of five children from 51 17 years of age
are engaged in child labour. Statistically 20% of all children in Tanzania are engaged in child
labour. Child labour occurs both in rural 24.8% and urban settings 7.6%. In rural areas children are
employed in households occupations subsistence agriculture, household chores, domestic work or
commercial agriculture like Iringa and Urambo tobacco plantation. As noted in worst form of child
labour study by ILO (2012), and UNICEF (2012). Worst form of child labour exist in formal sector
and children can be found engaged in commercial sex, street vending, begging, drug trafficking,
mining, fishing, working in garages, open spaces exposed to dust conditions during dry season and
dampness during rain seasons. Categories of these children are employed as baby seaters,
domesticate animals, working as child prostitute and sometimes doing petty business. Some of
these children are coming from Iramba T Singida, Kondoa, Dodoma, or Makete, Iringa and when
brought to urban area they are kept under brothels where they practice sex in exchange with
money payable to the owner who kept them under brothels.
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Tanzania experience reveals that there is worst form of child labour practiced in mining areas like
Mererani, Arusha where children are being sent dip into underground mining popularly labelled as
6nyokadé because of their flexibility. The sa
Mbeya where children are sent into dip pit to dig soil for gold extraction. In fishing areas like
Kigoma, children are also socked into deep lake waters to put fishnet for catching sardines. In this
endeavour sometimes children lose their life and no protection of whatever is provided

In Mwanza, Kigoma and Dar es Salam children are working in highly exploitative urban employment
like fishing and fishing process. Studies of ILO in Tanzania estimate that child labour in fishing
industry is 23%. Major child labour activities includes scale fish, wash and fuel boats, mend fishing
nets, process and load fish. Experience of Mwanza, Dar es Salaam, and Kigoma revealed that
children are performing these work on boats, beaches. In that vein children are being exposed to
hot sun, harsh weather, often working for long hours in dirty and unhygienic environment, littered
with fish waste products and infested with flies, that increases risk of contracting diarrhea infections
and other iliness

As noted in 2012 child labour such as commercial sex work, domestic child labour, and labour in
tobacco plantation have been found to have a direct connection with child trafficking. A study
conducted by International Organization for Migration (IOM) 2008 and 2009 revealed that in
Tanzania there is internal and cross border child trafficking. The study further revealed that child
fostering is often utilized as a cover for child trafficking. Majority of trafficking victims are children,
Iringa is leading 15%, Morogoro 9%, Kilimanjaro 9%, and Singida 8%. Findings revealed that
recruiters of child trafficking entice parents and child with promises of education or work prospects.
At the destination children are exploited by the trafficker, sale the child and subject the child to
intimidation, abuse and exploitation. Evidence from Kilimanjaro and Arusha demonstrates that
sometimes trafficking victims are turned into traffickers. The trafficked youth have been sent back to
their villages to recruit new children to work in the tanzanite mines in Mererani. Similarly young
girls may be sent back to their home village to recruit younger girls into sex business. The business
is contrary to human right and sometimes such practice can make a girl child contract HIV/AIDS.

Child labour in Tanzania expose children to different types of hazards, such as dusts, fumes, and
gases in their working environment, children aged between 7 7 13, and 57 6 years are subjected to
heat high temperature and humidity. Other types of hazards mentioned by children includes
insufficient lightening, working up hill/greater heights, working underground, noise, dangerous tools,
snake bites and animals. All these hazards threat growth, survival and development of children.
The findings revealed that child labour affects attendance of children at school; sometimes it is
causal factor for dropout or failure to complete the cycle of primary education. (Kindly observe table
5 which follows for more observations).

4.0 OVERVIEW OF CHILD RIGHTS VIOLATIONS IN THE TARGET GROUP
4.1 General rights violated in the target group
In respect to children right, Tanzania has ratified the Convention on Children Right but since ratifying the CRC
and later the ACRWC Tanzania has done nothing in respect to child rights. Practical realties show that, child
torturing, inhuman or degrading treatment has been rampant in Tanzania as if the CRC, ACRWC, Constitution
and penal laws never exist. Every day we wi t ness serious violations of
CRC. Hundreds of children are not properly protected, some are detained, for example in 2010, 578 were
detained, and there were 13 babies with their mothers in detention. In police station, prison and detention
children are kept together with adults, by 2012, Arusha central prison had 26 children, Babati prison had 34
children, Singida prison had 17 children, Bukoba had 12 children, Muleba prison had 7 children, Keko remand
home 18 children, Moshi retention 10, Upanga retention home 15, Segerea 169. As noted putting children with
adults in prison or retention home is a loss of child protection. Interviews with children revealed that their rights
were being violated as shown in table 5 and 6 of this report.
Superficially, it is argued that Tanzania continues to enjoy peace, tranquillity and political stability. However,
that stability is a nightmare and is becoming under threat because of increasing violence caused by a greedy
and poverty, failure to understand the actual meaning of democracy, and subjecting children to untold,
inhuman and degrading treatment as if there was no law to protect them.

4.2 Critical children rights violated in Tanzania among the target
group

4.2.1 Children without parental care and guidance

Children who are not cared by their actual biological parents are constantly increasing in Tanzania.
This is partly due to HIV/AIDS, which has left many children parentless. The study revealed that the
number of children in this category of care are vulnerable and susceptible to mistreatment, torture,
lack of access to education, exploitation and sometimes working for long hours and live in
permanently unhappy life. Figure 6 which follows shows number of children who have lost their
parents and are kept under foster-ship. Thus vulnerable to sexual, physical and emotional abuse

Figure 6 indicates that Iramba and Lushoto are some of the areas where children are surviving
without parents, and oftenly majority become subjected to child labour or child trafficking where
their rights are grosely violated.

4.2.2 Sexual, Physical and Emotional Violence.

The study noted that there is a remarkerble violation of children right particularly sexual abuse,
physical, neglect and deprivation of basic need. Children are deprived suport and care of the family
and sometimes become victims of sexual, physical and emotional violence. Some of them are
beaten particularly in place like Musoma, Kagera, Singida and Zanzibar. As noted in the study
violence like physical abuse is always associated vith verbal insult. Children right violation in this
category is caused by poverty, family breakdown, separation, divorce or neglect. This kind of child
right violation is also evidenced in school where children are subjected to corporal punishment and
sexual abuse by their teachers.Case of Makunduchi Zanzibar. In view of that children lack
protection against abuse from home to shool and viseversa, see figure 8 for more observation
which shows the rate of children abused in 2010 at selected districts. Evidence shows that physical
vioence is extensively practised in Tanzania, at school and at home. Sexual violence is more
severe to girls than boys. Figure 7 which follows shows occurance of sexual, physical and
emotional abuse to the target group of children

Keeping children and adults togather in Police remand and detention

The findings revealed that children rights are highly violated when kept together with adults in detention
or police custody. Evidently, children kept with adults criminals are abused, tortured, beaten and nobody
to protect them. This is a severe violation of children rights. Findings revealed that children are badly
treated in detention. This was revealed by 19.3%. of children in detention. The tendency of keeping
children together with adults in the same prisons is inhuman. Table 7 shows how children responded in
line with the treatment they endure in prison and detention or police station. Children responses are in
Table 7 which follows

Delayed trial, right to have legal advice and representation

The findings revealed that in Tanzania there is permanently delayed trial for prosecuting cases for
juvenile. Children in detention, remand home stay for long time without being sent to court
Suprisingly it was noted that in most of the police station where children are detained there is no
facility for children rather combining them with hard core criminals. Some of the detentions are too
small and dont have capacity to acomodate high number of children. Therefore create congestion
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and suffering for children which is a violation of children rights. Worse most of the detention
facilities visited are very dirty and hiygienic condition very poor. Kindly see appendix 1 for more
observation. In respect to status of children in detention and police stations across Tanzania at the
time of this situation analysis.

4.2.5 Right to education

4.2.6

Tanzania education system provides free Universal Primary Education (UPE) education to all children since
1977. With UPE enrolment, Tanzania got UN award for high enrolment in 1983. From 1990, enrolment started
to decrease and the government introduced other initiative to correct the problem e.g. MMEM 1, (2002 i 2006)
MMEM Il 2007 - 2011 for Primary schools and MEMS for secondary schools as well as Complementary Basic
Education (COBET). The country started to experience drop out of high rate. That problem is more serious to
orphans, vulnerable children and girls. Highly affected regions include Shinyanga, Mwanza, Mtwara, Lindi, and
Singida. Appendix 2: demonstrates a picture of Tanzania in two years for all regions at primary and secondary
schools. The dropout rate is presented by using gender framework.

Findings from Mtwara, Lindi, Mbeya and Lushoto revealed that, major reasons for school dropout is due to
teenage pregnancy 20.4%, truancy 36.2%, lack of parental guidance, lack of fees, lack of necessary support
materials, death of parents, fail exams, poverty and ignorance. Critical observation indicate that 13% of
children enrolled in primary school failed to complete 7 years of primary school, while 20% of secondary
school failed to complete secondary school. In 2010 total dropouts in O-level was 6,000 pupils while at A-level
was 35 pupils only. Dropout due to pregnancy at primary school in 2010 was 1768 pupils. The region with
highest pregnancy rate is Mtwara-400 and Rukwa-200. The reasons for drop out at primary school is teenage
pregnancy which is high between primary 5 up to 7 while at secondary school is higher in form 2, 3, and 4, but
low in Advanced level. The regions with highest dropout rates are Dodoma, Singida, Mara, Mbeya, Iringa, and
Rukwa (see Appendix 2 for more observation). Annually pupils who drop out due to teenage pregnancy is
8000in Tanzania. This is a high number than any country in East Africa.

Deprivation of right to life and survival

Survival and Development (art. 6, 7, 8, 23, 27, 28, 29)

Children in the target group live in environment, which is very hostile. Tanzania experience demonstrates that
albinos are killed widely and not protected. It is a global condemnation, which was revealed against Tanzania
in 2010, 2011, 2012. People do not respect Albinos right of life, survival and development as shown in article
6. Albinos are permanently living in the environment of fear. Children of albinism cannot even enjoy their right
to play. So me of t h ehildfeh dré comirsgdrom very poor family and society does not support them
because of poverty. Thus different program started by various agencies cannot benefit them directly. Evidence
from Kahama, Geita, Rukwa, is a testimony to violation of this right. Kindly observe evidency 1, 2 and 3 which
follows

Killings of albinism is a phenomena which shows a critical
child right violation in Tanzania the trend indicates that
albinism killed in 2007(6), 2008 (37), 2009 (16). Those
who their organ were mutilated between 2010-2011 were
9. Live testimony are attached as evidence 1, 2 and 3. But
also other incidence of killing are as follows: On October
21, 2011 in Mbizi Village, Kahama District, Shinyanga
Region, a 15 year old girl with albinism by the name of
Kulwa was attacked at her home.

Kabula Nkalng, aged 13 was attacked in
Kahama (evidence 1)

On October 14, 2011, the machete attack and attempted
to murder a 12 years old child Adam Robert in Geita
Region.

Nainana Daudi aged 4, had her left leg and her
right hand chopped off in Kigoma. (evidence 2)

On May 13, 2011, a 14 month old infant Doto from Mbiti
Ibanda Village, Geita Region, was murdered by being
poisoned

Rukia Khalifan aged 12 seriously injured by
unknown people on 8" Feb, 2010 in Pwani
Region (evidence 3)

Traditional witchcraft beliefs

9 Ignorance

1 Lack of strong society commitment to protect albinism children

4.2.7 Children with disability

Discrimination, stigma and Denial to life opportunities, survival and Development
Tanzanian study revealed that there is high number of children with disabilities. See Figure 8, and
Appendix 3 for more observations

Findings indicated that causes of disabilities are many; others are born with disabilities, followed by
cerebral palasy, malaria and medical treatment. These causes produces people with different
impairment, some of which are severe and demand special attention to ensure that their protected.
Disability give children permanent disability that hinder them from proper social development and
realization of their right as provided in the CRC. Due to this deprivation some of the children with
disability are hidden from public view, (Case of Mvomero Morogoro where a boy was hidden for 28
years in the house without seeing the sunshine). Findings indicated that other children are socially
excluded, chased away by other children, (Case of Sinza Special School) forced to stay alone.
Findings from a survey of people with disability revealed that children aged between 0-14 have
different types of disabilities as shown in Fifure 9, and Appendix 4.

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The findings further revealed that children with disability are denied right of access to education
because of their disability, kindly see Figure 10, and Apendix 5 for more observation:

Figure 10: Children with Disability Aged 4-14 Years denied a right of access to school
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Overall children with disability right to education are highly violated. Disability children who are mostly affected
are those children with mental disability and those with physical disability. These children are bitten,
undervalued and experience social exclusion from family level, school level and society level. It is a right,
which Tanzania has not looked properly to address, despite developing policies targeting people with
disabilities and ratifying all conventions in respect to people with disabilities

A survey conducted in Tanzania in 2001-02, 2003-04, 2005-06, 2008 at hospital facilities and anti-natal care
centre among people ranging from 15-49 indicated that its HIV/AIDS prevalence rate is high. The trend of
2001-2003, 2005-2008, 2010-2012 suggest that there is no significant decrease of HIV/AIDS among people
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aged between, 15-49. This is the cohort of childbearing age. Majority of children born by this cluster of people
are likely to be infected by HIV/AIDS. Kindly observe Figure 11, which shows the trend of 2001 - 2008

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The study noted that children affected by HIV/AIDS are available in both Urban, per-Urban and
rural areas. The problem has affected all the areas. The problem is critical in youth cohort of age
ranging between 15-24. The pattern is as demonstrated in figure 12, which follows;

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To a country with weak economic base like Tanzania, the problem of child affected with HIV/AIDS
is a disaster. The situation is further escalated by looking at a total number of orphans which at
2010 was 1,972,505, and 2012 estimated to be 3,000,000.

Water sanitation and hygiene and children rights

Water as a right has been recognized since 2010. In view of this safe water, adequate sanitation
and correct hygiene practices (SWASH) are necessary to survival and good health of children. In
Tanzania the situation of supply of safe and clean water is a problem. Regions like Singida,
Shinyanga, Tabora, Manyara, Mtwara and Kigoma have a serious problem of water supply.
Informal vendors capitalize in selling water by bicycles; cart or carsa, in some areas a 20lts can of
water is sold from 500 i 1,000 TShs depending on the distance. In Arusha Dar es Salaam,
Zanzibar and Dodoma there is water rationing and sometimes children are forced to fetch it in the
night or at wells , where their at risk of being abused by adults or pushed. Findings, from Dar es
Salaam indicate that 38% of households obtain water from wells and vendors. Status of 2011/2012
indicates that 38% of school in the country does not have clean and safe water, while 84%o0f the
school does not have facilities to wash hands.
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The situation is not healthy in other areas of Tanzania; the population with piped water has not
grown over the past decades. There is no equity to water distribution; accessing water is a serious
problem. Research findings indicate that 60% of urban water is lost to leakages, whereby 13% is
illegal taps. Water for drinking and washing is a critical problem in substantial areas in Tanzania,
like Dodoma, Mtwara, Singida and Lindi where they rely heavily on shallow well. Impliedly water is
becoming unaffordable resources, a study by Water Aid in 2012 at Temeke- Dar es Salaam
established that out of its 200,000 households 120,000 are unconnected to pipe water, so they

donodt have access to clean and safe wat dme.20l®Vat er

findings from MoHSW revealed that 21 million people in Tanzania cannot access clean and safe
water.

The situation of water in schools of both rural and urban is a critical problem to child survival. The
schools are not connected to the pipe water or for those connected they cannot easily service the
bills, and agences created like DAWASCO or DAWASA can easily disconnect the service. Thus the
children cannot wash their hands. Or some of the schools do not have adequate area to construct
required number of latrines; others do not have financial resource to build standard latrines. The
challenge of sanitation in schools is a problem that demand long term intervention to rid children
from risk of their life e.g. to get diarrhea, worms or other epidemic. Children need to live in standard
hygiene life style. All primary and secondary schools needs to be supplied with reliable water
supply that can help them to wash their hands and attain minimum health behavior as a right for
their growth, survival and development. For most primary schools, secondary schools, day care
centre, feeding post in place like Kagera this is a nightmare.

The problem of water is closely associated with poor hygiene and sanitation facilities to children.
Most of the schools do not have latrines. The latrines at school are in poor conditions. The problem
is also vivid in poor households who cannot afford to improve sanitation facilities who sometimes
rely on unsanitary toilets which are major challenges to children. This is a serious problem affecting
regions like Mwanza, Zanzibar, Dar es Salaam, Arusha, Kilimanjaro, Tanga and Dodoma. In the
mentioned places toilets are constructed by wood materials which can easily rotten and not easily
repaired. The environmental hazard makes children to be at high risk for their survival. The pit
latrines are sometimes flooded during rainy season and some of them are being discharged to
create a very poor sanitary environment that is unhealthy.

The 2012 statistics indicates that 90% of Tanzanian 6d® not have quality latrines as compared to
only 10% with quality latrines. Findings indicate that more than 6 million Tanzanian people attend
nature call at the bush because of lack of latrines. In schools 52% of latrines used by girls do not
have doors, and 96% of schools do not have friendly environment to children with disabilities.

In the deed situation of regions like Dar es Salaam, Singida, Mtwara, Klimanjaro, Kagera, Kigoma,
Manyara, Zanzibar, Iringa, Mara, Mbeya and Coastal region have poor water supply, lack of access
to clean and safe water, poor sanitation condition have subjected children to be vulnerable to
disease. More importantly, most of the toilets are not child
population and toilet holes are below standards provided by the Ministry of education and
vocational training. On other primary schools visited in Dar es Salaam at Temeke llala and
Kinondoni districts toilets are not hygienically friendly to children. Their centres for brewing disease,
thus demands immediate intervention starting with country in depth research on toilets and
sanitation condition at Tanzania primary schools and how they pose a threat to children rights
violation.

4.2.10 Nutrition status and children rights
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Nutrition status is affected by food intake, health, and caring practices. Good nutrition is a desired
outcome for ensuring optimal human health, as well as key determinant of development, for the
individual and society in general. Malnourished people are not as productive as they could
otherwise be. Lack of nutrition security is reflected in malnutrition affecting many Tanzanians in
different forms. Research findings indicates that onset of child malnutrition in Tanzania is very high.
According to TDHS 2006 about 40% of children under five years of age in Tanzania are stunted.
Whereas approximately 22% of children are underweight, (kindly see Table 8 which follows)

TDHS 2006 demonstrate that urban children enjoy better nutrition than rural areas. Statistically 26%
of urban children under-five years of age are stunted as compared to 41% of rural children. NBS
and Macro International 2006 revealed that nutrition rates are worst among the poor 50% of
children in the poorest 40% of household who are stunted compared to 23% of children from the
least poor 20% of households.

The rates of malnutrition in Tanzania vary widely across different geographical areas like Lindi,
Mtwara, Ruvuma, Rukwa, Kigoma, Iringa, Dodoma and Tanga the regions recorded 40% stunting
children under five years. In those regions there has been insignificant nutrition improvement. The
pattern of malnutrition distribution in Tanzania indicates that areas of the country which are the
source of cereal surpluses e.g. in the South and West of Tanzania are also areas of high rates of
malnutrition. Food security therefore in the sense of cereal crop production does not seem to be
associated with nutrition security. In some of the districts like Hai in Kilimanjaro and Serengeti in
Mara are districts which children were severely malnourished and special programme on nutrition
had to be launched. That strategy involved identifying children who are in need of rehabilitation and
support. There is a link between poor school achievement, repetition of grades and dropouts. It was
revealed by respondents that lack of nutrition e.g. vitamin A, iodine, salt limit the leaner not to be
active in learning and thinking. Poverty lowers nutrition and children cannot get proper feeding
frequently per day. Experience from Mtwara, Singida, Lindi, Mara, Kigoma, Dodoma, Manyara and
Iringa indicates that under-two children do not get standard feeding of 8 times a day.

This challenge makes them to be deprived protein, energy, vitamins and iodine which are important
for brain and cognitive growth and development. In Kilimanjaro, Manyara, Iringa and Mbeya there is
low breast feeding of children as lactating mother are fully involved in farming activities. Thus
infants being left to sibling who do not know proper care of the young ones and feeding practice.
Thus frequent feeding is very poor and low education on nutrition in the mentioned regions.

In deed nutrition status of children at areas like Lindi, Mtwara, Iringa, Dodoma, Singida, Shinyanga
and Mbeya are critical and need intervention as a right for children. There is a need to give more
technical information on nutrition issues as an intervention on its own right as well as improving
childcare and encouraging more frequent feeding of children either through adults in the family,
neighbours or establishing childhood development centres, where all rights of children for survival
and growth will be observed. Arguably there is a need to have special programmes to ensure that
children get enough and balanced nutrition in areas like Iramba, Mtwara, Lindi and Dodoma

4.2.11 Food security and children rights

Tanzania is one of the poorest country in the world, ranking 151* in the human development. Index
score of 0.53 as per capital income of USD 1,300 and 90% of the population living in less than a
dollar a day. The food security situation in Tanzania varies from one region to another and from
season to another. There are some perennial pockets of food shortages particularly; Coast region,
Lindi, Mtwara, Tanga, Dodoma, Singida, Mara, Kigoma and some areas of Morogoro region. The
periodic production increase for some regions is not stable and cannot be relied upon.

Current food situation in Tanzania indicates that some regions are highly food insecure. In these
regions some families have serious problem and are food insecure. In 2010/2011 Arusha, Manyara,
Dodoma, Kilimanjaro, Morogoro, Mtwara, Coast, Shinyanga, and Tanga had some serious
problems. Food insecure people were 717,684. (Kindly see Figure 13 which follows).

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The Tanzania current food status indicates that food security outlook is mixed reflecting irregular
pattern of rainfall distribution. Sometimes sporadic rainfall conditions or extended draught all these
have significant influence to countries food security. Impliedly in other areas harvest might be good
and in other areas very poor. All these make substantial number of households to obtain their food
supplies from the market, making food prices a key determinant of food access and food security.
The situation of food supply and food security in urban areas is always in deficit as majority of the
people cannot afford to get adequate food supply because of price factor. Research finding from
Tanzania Food Security Information Team (FSIT) 2012 indicate that some regions have cereal
deficit and others have non cereal deficit. In view of this Dar es Salaam, Dodoma, Arusha, and
Manyara have a significant problem. See appendix 6 for more observation.

Vulnerable areas for food insecure are evident in 21 regions as shown in appendix 7

Food security affects mostly children who need to grow and develop. The food deficit at households
affects mostly children who might stunt and fail to develop in their normal timetable. As noted in
other areas children do not get three meals per day, and others are compelled to skip the meals
which subject them to torture and suffering. Children health has been at risk due to poor nutrition in
terms of food composition, most households due to weather vagaries had food shortage or food
provided to children were of low quality meals of carbohydrates whose quantity was also
inadequate. Some children were thus going to school e.g. Same and Iramba without even breakfast
and the majority went without lunch in the afternoon. At school children were missing meals or
when children went for lunch at other schools e.g. in Same district never returned in the afternoon
session. Most schools did not have school feeding programme. Therefore there was a significant
influence of inadequate food supply and low academic achievement at schools, e.g. at place like
Same, Ruvu and Kisiwani particularly among pastoral communities children were compelled to drop
from schools because of unreliable food feeding practices at households level.

4.2.12 Factors making children more vulnerable

Income Poverty

As per 2012 data children aged between 5 - 17 are 12,083,349 accounting for 31.4%. Just over half
(50.8%) of the children aged 5-17 years are boys, among these 76.1% aged 5 -17 are living in rural
areas. Most of these children because of income poverty are engaged in economical activities. ILO
2010 revealed that 70.4% of children aged between 5 -17 are preoccupied in economic activities.
As noted children from household with less than 100,000/=Tshs per month are engaged in child
labour. These are those households associated with household poverty. Further 24.4% of children
aged 5 -17 in Tanzania live in household headed by females, where children are engaged in both
economic and housekeeping. The survey indicated that children aged between 5- 17 in Tanzania
mainland 67.1% are engaged in both economic and housekeeping activities. Those not working
constitute 15.2%and those doing only economic activities 3.3%. While in Zanzibar 57.1% are
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involved in housekeeping and 32.4% are in both economic and housekeeping while 1.1% are
entirely in economic activities. In rural areas children are seriously affected by poverty that
contributes to poor access to social services and social protection. As noted by REPOA 2010,
poverty affects more than 50% of children in rural areas who are surviving without any income
generating activities at their households.

Child poverty.

Child poverty is reflected by lack of the basic needs required for healthy, physical, mental,
emotional and spiritual development of children. The children right situation analysis in Iramba,
Same, Ruangwa, Kagera, Dodoma children living in child headed households their poor in terms of
standard of living. They have inadequate food, poor housing, poor roofing, house walls and poor
floors. These children have also poor physical environment, poor school attendance, poor healthy
state and weak social development. Child poverty has a significant influence to children poor
performance at school, children are vulnerable to illness, mental health problems, and poverty
make them to pay heavy price when they become adults. This is contrary to UN i CRC article
No.27which demand State or National Government to recognize the right of every child to have a
standard living that ensures adequate physical, mental, spiritual, moral and social development.

Food inadequacy

Avalilability of food is a crucial factor noted in most areas covered by study where children are
underfed. In almost all the districts covered by the study, majority of children were not getting
adequate meal per day. In poorer households like Dodoma, Same, Iramba children were eating
together with adults because the food was too little to be distributed. As noted in all the Districts
most households were eating starch, no protein or vitamin or energy, some children were going to
school without breakfast and at school there was no feeding programme. Children from elderly
headed household were being sent to do petty business to subsidize household income. With
meager earning they cannot afford to purchase enough food to eat at the household. As noted in
Same at pastoral communities some children e.g. Ruvu, Kisiwani missed mid-day food. Impliedly
food availability directly affected children right for survival, growth development and protection,
hence calls for immediate intervention. Majority of Tanzanian families in both urban and rural areas
spend 75% of their incomes on food leaving very meager resources for child services and
development. It is very serious in dry area like Singida, Dodoma, Tabora and Manyara. Other
income generating activities like bee keeping, and poultry could do a lot to support children.

Cultural Factors

In most of the areas covered by the study like Mtwara, Singida, Lindi and Coast some cultural
factors like early marriage influenced by polygamy system, and culture of marrying many wives
paves the way to high rate of divorce. Impliedly divorce significantly contribute to denial of children
rights. This also contribute to make children more vulnerable to abuse, torture or lack of care by
step mothers that significantly deprives them access to education and protection. Sometimes these
children become victims of physical punishment, violence and harmful cultural practices such as
female genital mutilation in areas like Dodoma, Kondoa and Mara. Thus cultural factors significantly
makes children to be object of violence or girls being lowered to lower social position than boys in
the family e.g. case of inheritance which discriminate girls.

Environmental factors

The environmental factors on children varies from urban and rural settings. In urban areas there is
a mixture of people from different ethnicity and cultural upbringing that attribute to different standard
of child care patterns which have effect to child growth and development. Some of the children are
being given care by people who are alcoholic, living in congested rooms, drug abuse, sexual abuse.
Those environmental factors have significant influence to growth and development of the child
leaving things which are not at their age level.

5.0 RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE DUTY BEARERS AND THEIR MAIN STRATEGIES

Tanzania has a substantial number of duty bearers who are dealing with different issues concerning
target children. Each duty bearer has specific responsibilities. Kindly see Table 9, which follows:

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CONCLUSION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Conclusion

In Tanzania, children constitute more than 50% of the total population. However, resources committed to
protect them are quite in significant. Findings revealed that the onset of HIV/AIDS has made more than 3
million children in Tanzania to be orphans. This kind of life style has made children to be under alternative care
from either the traditional family safety net like grandparents, unties, nephews, sisters or relatives. The
substitute parental care has been affected by poverty and poor living conditions, which subject children and
target group to be more vulnerable to suffering. It is in line with the previously mentioned where children from
the same family have resorted to start child headed household, where siblings care for each other. In this style
of caring children, become more vulnerable to other type of abuse and violation of children rights without
protection. Noted that some are being discriminated depending upon the status of the parent. If parents died
from HIV/AIDS, children are stigmatized and discriminated at school, church and playground.

The study concludes that Tanzania is experiencing high degree of violation of children rights. Some of the
rights noted to be violated in Tanzania include sexual, physical and emotional abuse, mostly practised in
Musoma, Mwanza, Kagera, Mtwara, Kigoma, Pemba and Zanzibar. Some of the identified perpetrators for
child abuse include relative for boys 14.1%, girls 7.1%,, neighbours boys 16.6%, girls 32.2%, Authority figure
boys 2.8%, girls 14.7%, Friends/classmate boys 10.3%, girls 8.6%, strangers girl 32%, boys 25%, dating
partner, girls 24.7% boys 47.9%. Impliedly, child abuse among girl child is very high as compared to boys but
also even boys are not safe from abuse. Neighbour who were traditionally protectors of children have now
turned leading abusers of children. The neighbourhood is no longer a playing and socializing haven for
children. Basing on the findings, shocking children rights violated in Tanzania includes killing of albinos, family
genital mutilation among girls and high dropout rates at school particularly girls. Notable also was lack of
access to education among disabled children their being kept in solitary. Tanzania situation also shows that
there is rampant child labour where 20% of all children are engaged in child labour and this occurs both in rural
and urban area. Child labour expose children to different hazards, which denies children their fundamental
rights such access to education, health protection and freedom of expression. Besides there are some specific
factors which subjects children to be more vulnerable, these include, income poverty, child poverty, cultural
factors, environmental factors and social factors. All these deprives children some basic rights as enshrined in
the CRC.

The study also concludes that water is a right which majority of children are deprived, or in the process of
accessing it they easily be abused and their rights grossly be violated. Availability of food is also an issue
which children are denied or cannot get adequate food which posses all nutrients. This lack denies children
right for survival and growth at other incidence contribute to lower education performance, e.g. case of Lindi,
Iramba, Same, Mtwara and Coast.

In Tanzania the key players who are duty bearers entrusted with the task of protecting children include sectoral
ministries like Ministry of Healthy and Social Welfare, Ministry of Community Development Gender and
Children, Ministry of Home Affairs, Ministry of Constitution and Legal Affairs, Ministry of Regional
Administration and Local Government. These national actors hold the responsibility for developing laws and
regulations to protect the child. These are charged with the responsibility of providing funding to ensure
realization of children rights. Besides, national actors there are also variety of NGOs operating at national,
regional and community levels in ensure that children rights are realized. NGOs have done a commendable
job for identifying cases of children rights violation and coming to the forefront to lobby, advocate and
propagating for promotion of children rights.

The major causes of child rights violation in Tanzania include poverty, low level of understanding on children
rights, witchcraft beliefs and ignorance. Additionally lack of a clear system where culprits who violates children
rights can be sent to the court of law and sentenced immediately. Further, there is also lack of a national
organisation, which can champion issues of children rights from national to grass root levels. As it appears in

their economical gains. In that regard there is a need to change the approach of addressing children right
issues by having an organ like children council that might have structures from national to grass root level to
work for the interest of the child and putting the child first.

Recommendations
Basing on the findings recommended that,

Child social protection

T SOS Childrends Villages can consider designing

I SOS can design programme on targeted districts like Iramba, Unguja, Mtwara and Mara to
scale up efforts to eliminate worst forms of child labour targeting households with abused or
orphans children.

T SOS Childrenbés Villages can consider establishing a
enabling young mother who are victims of teenage pregnancy to rejoin school and complete their
education cycle.
1 SOS can work with other child development partners to conduct awareness raising education to
different players responsible in promoting children rights at families, communities and at school
targeting Iramba, Mtwara and Dodoma.

1 Large parts of population are not aware on child rights and their responsibilities to children.
SOS should organize awareness seminars on child rights and elimination of child stigma at
ward development committee, full councils and community members at village level.

1 SOS can design a national sensitization programme targeting community/local culture that are
resistance to change e.g. female genital mutilation in Dodoma, Singida, Mara and early
marriages in Zanzibar, Mtwara, Lindi and Coastal region.

Capacity Building and Empowerment

1 SOS can setup programmes aimed at strengthening the capacity of law enforcement agents in
safeguarding rights of most vulnerable in accordance with the roles and responsibilities
embodied in the law of Child Act 2009.

I There is inadequate technical knowhow on the part of implementers of children rights to
support vulnerable groups.

I SOS in collaboration with other social partners can provide training and support to frontline
workers, including FBOs, CBOs, Local volunteers, Police, Prison wardens, school teachers,
nurses and staff of child care facilities about child social protection by targeting districts. Such
as Iramba, Unguja, Mara, Coast and Dodoma.

Income Generating Activities

1 SOS can increase facilitation through finances and human resources to implement child rights
programs and enabling the communities to have income generating activities so that they have
enough resources to meet their needs without tasking their children into child labour.

1 SOS can assist child headed household to establish income generating activities that are
locally beneficial to the household which have markets, and produce goods and services that
are easy to market, sell and generate enough wealth to the household in order to reduce
children degree of vulnerability.

Nutrition and Food Security

I SOS can increase facilitation in Iramba, Coast, Same, Lindi and Dodoma especially in terms of
finances and personnel to implement child right programs, such as school feeding, health
services at school, enough water and toilets, and enabling the communities to have income
generating activities so that they have enough resources to meet the survival needs of their
children.

Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH)

1 SOS through local government should set aside financial, material and human resources for
effective implementation of child development programme targeting on school water supply,
school feeding, and income generating activities to communities and more specifically to child
headed and elderly headed household.

IEC

1 SOS can design communication programme or multimedia campaigns to support social norms
that protect children and prevent child abuse and exploitation in Unguja, Iramba, Mtwara and
Mara. The focus should be on meeting concerns needs of children, by involving children
themselves and communities.
